Patient Centered Medical Homes:  The Future of Health Care in America
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This notable panel of speakers will present information on Patient-centered medical home (PCMH) a health care model that focuses on the relationship between a patient and his/her primary care physician (PCP), who is supported by a team of health care professionals.  Through their coordination of the various aspects of a person’s care, and an emphasis on prevention, quality and service, this model leads to higher standards of care and better outcomes for the patient.  PCMH has recently grown more popular because of the increased focus on quality care brought on by health care reform.  
Nathan Fujimoto, MD is an Internal medicine physician at Kaiser Permanente Hawaii. He earned his master’s degree in public health from the University of Hawaii, School of Public Health and his medical degree from the University of California, Irvine, School of Medicine. He completed his residency in internal medicine at the University of Hawaii, John A. Burns School of Medicine, and has been practicing medicine for over 25 years. Dr. Fujimoto is also the leader in population care and prevention for the Hawaii Permanente Medical Group.

Caryn Ireland is the Assistant Vice President, Provider Systems Development for Hawaii Medical Service Association.  In this position, she is responsible for HMSA’s Quality Improvement department and Practice Transformation activities.  This includes the development of the tool, resources and activities necessary to support physicians in transforming their practices to a patient-centered medical home.  Additionally, Caryn is responsible for overall health plan accreditation, reporting and compliance to regulatory standards pertaining to quality.  She has a Bachelor of Science degree in School & Community Health Education with a Supporting Program in Family Problems.

Geoffrey S. Sewell, MD, FACP is President and Executive Medical Director of the Hawaii Permanente Medical Group (HPMG) – the state’s largest multi-specialty group practice. Prior to his election as medical group president, Dr. Sewell served as a hospitalist, Chief of Continuing Care and Chief of Hospital specialties at Kaiser Permanente’s Moanalua Medical Center. Dr. Sewell received his medical degree from the University of California, San Diego School of Medicine.
